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IAU Identification Number (IAU ID Number)
1)	To participate in IAU supervised championships and competitions it is mandatory for all crossbow shooters to have an IAU Identification Number (IAU ID Number).
2)	In order for an IAU ID Number to be issued, the crossbow shooter’s IAU Member Federation must submit an application on the form that follows. The IAU guest, a citizen of a country that is not a member of the IAU, can independently apply for the IAU ID.
3)	Each crossbow shooter must be a national of the country that they represent and must provide a copy of the passport with their application.
4)	Each crossbow shooter may only apply for one (1) IAU ID Number.
5)	A fee of Euro 10.00 is charged for the issue of each IAU ID Number. Express application (issue within one (1) week) increases the fee to Euro 20.00.
6)	The IAU Member Federations must send all applications for IAU ID Numbers to the IAU. Only typed or e-mail application(s) will be accepted.
7)	The IAU will send the IAU Member Federations a list with all new IAU ID Numbers within 14 days after the application(s) are submitted. The IAU Member Federations must check and approve this list and return it to the IAU. No response will be taken as approval.
8)	If a crossbow shooter changes his/her name or nationality, the IAU must be notified without delay, so that necessary changes can be made by the IAU. The original IAU ID Number will not change, but the IAU must correct data associated with the IAU ID Number.
